Using curved typography and the Ginkgo leaf as the school's symbol, the
school looks to create an image of strength and education rooted in natural,
traditional Chinese teachings. The Ginkgo is sometimes called a “living fossil” or “Gong Sun ( 2 8)”
which means “generation after generation.” The Ginkgo tree and its hardy, fan-shaped leaf with veins
is unique among seed plants. Ginkgo has long been cultivated in China; some trees at temples are
believed to be more than 1,500 years old. Ginkgo is believed to enhance memory and mental
concentration; and recent clinical trials have shown Ginkgo to be effective in treating dementia. The
Ginkgo plant symbolizes strength, endurance, persistence, and longevity. For these and numerous
other properties of the Ginkgo plant, we choose it as our symbol for College life and the future of our
institution.
